Founded in 1982, Shenzhen Symphony Orchestra has grown into one of Chi-
na’s finest professional orchestras. The orchestra has since distinguished itself as
having a high level of excellence and a rising international profile. Violinist Mr Nie
Bing is the current president of the orchestra, Maestro Yu Long as Artistic Advisor,
Music Director is the distinguished conductor Lin Daye.

The orchestra has toured regularly around China. On the international stage,
it has toured in over four continents and has received international acclaims. In
1997, they were invited as the first orchestra from China to perform at the Berlin
Philharmonie Hall and Smetana Concert Hall in the Czech Republic. In 2007, they
were also the first orchestra from Asia to perform at the Cathedral of Saint-Louis
des Invalides in Paris. In 2013, the orchestra was invited by UNESCO to perform
the Confucian Symphony” Ode to Humanity” at the UNESCO Headquarters City
Hall. In 2016, the orchestra has received international acclaims for the Chinese
New Year Celebration performances in the United States and Canada. “Shenzhen
Symphony Orchestra implacable grandeur performance could have graced the pit of
any regional opera house in the United States or Europe” by the Washington Post.

Daye Lin, music director and
principal conductor of Shenzhen
Symphony Orchestra, Associate
Head of Conducting Department at
the Shanghai Conservatory of
Music, Prize winner of the 6th Sir
Georg Solti International Conduc-
tors Competition. In 2012, he has
awarded the Outstanding Contribu-
tion Award by Guangdong Musi-
cians Association. He was the resi-

dent conductor of Shenzhen Symphony Orchestra in 2007, resident conductor of
Hangzhou Philharmonic Orchestra in 2009 and permanent conductor of Guang-
zhou Symphony Orchestra between 2010 and 2015. He has studied conducting
under tutelage of Prof. Xu Xin at the Central Conservatory of Music in Beijing,
Prof. Zhang Guoyong at the Shanghai Conservatory of Music, at the Hochschule
fiir Musik Hanns Eisler in Berlin under the guidance of Prof. Christian Ehwald
and obtained the Konzertexam certificate in Germany. As guest conductor, Daye
Lin has often invited by the orchestras in China and abroad. Since Daye Lin has
appointed as music director and principal conductor of Shenzhen Symphony Or-
chestra in 2016, he has led the Shenzhen Symphony Orchestra to perform at the
international festivals and made several tours in Slovenia, Italy, Romania, Ger-
many and other countries.
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PIANO ZHANG HAOCHEN % skR R

Since his gold medal win at the Thirteenth Van
Cliburn International Piano Competition in 2009, Haochen
Zhang has captivated audiences in the United States,
Y Europe, and Asia with a unique combination of deep
musical sensitivity, fearless imagination, and spectacular
virtuosity. In 2017, Haochen received the prestigious Avery
Fisher Career Grant, which recognizes talented musicians
with the potential for a major career in music.

Haochen has already appeared with many of the
world’s leading festivals and orchestras including the BBC
Proms with Long Yu and the China Philharmonic; the
Munich Philharmonic with the late Lorin Maazel in a
sold-out tour in Munich and China; the Easter Festival in
Moscow by special invitation of Maestro Valery Gergiev;
the Sydney Symphony and David Robertson in a China

tour and the NDR Hamburg and Thomas Hengelbrock in a tour of Tokyo, Beijing, and Shang-
hai. In the 2019-20 season, Haochen continues his ongoing collaboration with The Philadel-
phia Orchestra and Yannick Nézet-Séguin with concerts in Philadelphia and a tour in Japan.
Additional symphony highlights include Singapore Symphony, performances of all the Bee-
thoven concertos with the Hong Kong Philharmonic. He also gives solo recitals across China
and Europe.

In July 2019, Haochen released his debut concerto album on BIS Records performing
Prokofiev’s second piano concerto and Tchaikovsky’s first piano concerto with the Lahti Sym-
phony Orchestra under Dima Slobodeniouk. His debut solo album was released by BIS in
February 2017 including works by Schumann, Brahms, Janacek, and Liszt. In October
2017, Haochen performed a concerto at Carnegie Hall with the NCPA Orchestra, which
was followed by his recital debut at Carnegie’s Zankel Hall.

Haochen graduated from the Curtis Institute of Music in Philadelphia under Gary
Graffman. He has also been studying periodically with Andreas Haefliger in Vienna.
